Zoning Commission Meeting Minutes – September 16, 2014 meeting


Dubuque County Zoning Commission 

Minutes of September 16, 2014 

Vice-Chairperson John Goodmann called the meeting to order at 6 p.m.
1.  ROLL CALL:  Members present: Mary Klostermann, John Goodmann, Richard Kaufman, and Ronald Lindblom. Staff Present:  Tammy Henry.  

2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  A motion was made by Mr. Kaufman to approve the 
August 19, 2014 minutes, seconded by Ms. Klostermann. The motion passed unanimously to approve the minutes.  Vote:  4-0.

3. PLAT APPROVAL: 
a. Ginter Subdivision- Final Plat

Plat of Survey of Lot 1 and Lot 2 of Ginter Subdivision as comprised of Lot 1 and Lot 2 of the

Subdivision of Lot 3 of Block 3, R.G. Splinter’s Subdivision; and Lot 4 of Block 3 of R.G.

Splinter’s Subdivision, all in Section 3, (T89N-R2E) in Dubuque Township, Dubuque County, Iowa.

The property is owned by John & Linda Ginter, Elizabeth Splinter and Jeffrey & Allie White and is located 0.37 miles east of the City of Sageville off of Splinter Street. The property is zoned R-1, Rural Residential and R-3 Single Family Residential with a total of 5.53 acres surveyed.

The survey creates two lots. Lot 1 has a total of 4.37 acres surveyed and contains an existing home and 
will remain in current ownership. Lot 2 has a total of 1.16 acres surveyed and will remain in current ownership. Lot 1 and Lot 2 will continue to have access to Splinter Street. 
Speaking to the Board was Robert Sabers, 3003 Asbury Road-Suite 1, Dubuque. Mr. Sabers stated that the property owners are consolidating three lots into two lots with this plat. Mr. Sabers explained that Lot 4 of Block 3 of RG Splinter’s Subdivision will be added to the Ginter property and then part of 
Lot 1 of the Subdivision of Lot 3 of Block 3 will also be added to the Ginter property to subsequently create Lot 1 and Lot 2 of Ginter Subdivision.
Mr. Goodmann asked if the existing easements location was going to change? Mr. Sabers said no. He said the existing lane would continue at its existing location with the John & Linda Ginter retaining ownership of Lot 1.
Mr. Lindblom asked Mr. Sabers if two different homes were being served by the same easement? Mr. Sabers said yes.

Mr. Goodmann asked if anyone wished to speak regarding this plat? No one spoke.

A motion was made by Ms. Klostermann to approve the final plat, seconded by Mr. Lindblom and the final plat passed unanimously.  Vote:  4-0.
b. Miller Place No.2 – Final-Plat

Plat of Survey of Lot1, Lot 2 and lot 3 of Miller Place No.2 comprised of Lot 1-2 of Miller Place in the NW ¼, Section 23, (T88N-R2E) Table Mound Township, Dubuque County, Iowa.

The property is owned by Royal Oaks Development Corporation and is located adjacent to the City of Dubuque at the corner of Wood Gate Drive and Highway 151 and Havenwood Heights Road. The property is zoned B-2 Highway Business with a total of 16.55 acres surveyed.

The survey creates three lots. Lot 1 has a total of 3.40 acres surveyed and is being split off for future sale purposes. Lot 2 has a total of 3.25 acres surveyed and is also being split off to sell to a potential buyer to build an electricians shop. Lot 3 has a total of 9.90 acres surveyed and is also being platted off for future sale purposes. Lot 1 will have access from a 66’ wide access and utility easement off of Wood Gate Drive. Lot 2 and Lot 3 will have access off Wood Gate Drive. 
Speaking to the Board was Mike Weber, 26789 46th Avenue, Bernard. Mr. Weber stated that the property owner has a buyer for Lot 2.  Lot 1 was also going to be sold off. However, the sale of Lot 1 may not happen because of the City of Dubuque’s pre-annexation agreement, which the city requires be completed before they (the City of Dubuque) will sign off on the plat. This requirement has deterred the potential buyer from proceeding with the purchase of Lot 1. 
Mr. Weber explained further that Premier Laundry owns an existing commercial building in this development. Mr. Kaufman asked if Lot 1 had an easement? Mr. Weber said yes. The new access for Lot 2 and Lot 3 would be just west of the existing Premier building.
Mr. Goodmann asked if anyone wished to speak regarding this plat? No one spoke.

A motion was made by Mr. Lindblom to approve the final plat, seconded by Ms. Klostermann and the final plat passed unanimously.  Vote:  4-0.
c. Key City Subdivision Plat 2- Final Plat 

Plat of Survey of Lot 1 and Lot 2 of the Key City Subdivision Plat No.2 a division of Lot 12 of Key City Subdivision Section 13, (T88N-R1E) Vernon Township, Dubuque County, Iowa.

The property is owned by Key City Properties LLC and is located 1.18 miles south of the City of Dubuque off of Royal Wood Drive. The property is zoned M-1 Industrial with a total of 3.271 acres surveyed. 

The survey creates two lots. Lot 1 has a total of 1.636 acres surveyed and is being platted off to be sold for commercial use (electricians shop). Lot 2 has a total of 1.635 acres surveyed and is being platted off for future sale purposes. Lot 1 and lot 2 will have access off of Royal Wood Drive. 
Speaking to the Board was Mike Stecher, 2725 Shady Lane, Dubuque. Mr. Stecher stated that he is splitting Lot 12 into two lots. Lot 1 will be sold to a buyer who wanted a little less acreage than what he could offer with the existing lots. 
Mr. Goodmann asked Mr. Stecher if he was still subject to the rezoning condition of having each lot he sells approved for use by the county before the actual sale of the property takes place? Mr. Stecher said no. He said he is just dividing an existing lot to accommodate the buyer.

Mr. Goodmann asked if anyone wished to speak regarding this plat? No one spoke.

A motion was made by Mr. Kaufman to approve the final plat, seconded by Ms. Klostermann and the final plat passed unanimously.  Vote:  4-0.

5.  OLD BUSINESS:  Farm Exemption Discussion & Zoning Code Update & Smart Plan Discussion.
Ms. Henry stated that the farm exemption amendment would be going before the Board of Supervisors for public hearing on Monday, September 22, 2014.
