Why are we limiting outdoor access at the front door?   
The key pad at the front door was put into place after our last State Survey when one of the surveyors ex-

plained that a bracelet alarm system alone does not meet the requirement for an alarmed fire exit door unless 

all residents wore bracelets.  Since providing bracelets to all residents would have been cost prohibitive, we 

installed the other key pad.  The intent of this rule is to keep all residents safe, not just those residents we 

have identified at risk for wandering.   

The code to get out of the front door is a 4-digit code followed by the * key and can be obtained from the re-

ceptionist desk.  Entry into Sunnycrest Manor is not inhibited except for the hours between 8:00 p.m. and 

6:30 a.m. which is unchanged from our previous practice.  If you are coming to Sunnycrest Manor between 

these hours, just call the main number, (563) 583-1781 and ask for a staff person to assist you in entering the 

building. 

Thank you for your patience while implementing this new regulation.
